The Waimate District Council works with many other organisations to plan and execute
its varied Projects and tasks and to achieve strategic objectives that lead to successful
outcomes.

The Local Government Act 2002 uses an unwieldy term for these; IAO’s - which stands
for Influencing Agencies and Organisations. We prefer to just call them partners as they
include large Government Departments through to small local groups.

We have identified a large number of these regular partners and they are listed in this section
in four groups:

Also shown is the usual general location that we interact with for each partner.

Later in this document we show the role that each partner plays in strategic objectives,
projects and tasks.
